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1        Q    Now you said that one of the factors that
 2   went into the consideration of whether to intubate
 3   him was whether he had a reversible process.  Can you
 4   explain what you mean by that?
 5        A    Just because people are dying and not
 6   breathing well doesn't mean that we intubate
 7   everyone.
 8        Q    Okay.  Can you explain what you mean by
 9   that?
10        A    We have to know that people, it's going to
11   benefit patients in order to put them on a --
12   intubate them and put them on a respirator.

10        Q    Did you with your conclusion that you
11   thought he was going to die as of this time pursue
12   any procedure to have him certified as being in a
13   terminal state?
14             MS. WARD:  Objection.  Roxanne.
